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Guidelines for the accession of Affiliates to CEN National Member status

As approved by the CEN Administrative Bord at its March 2002 meeting taking
into account Resolution CA 12/2001

1 Background

CEN recognizes the political evolution taking place in Central and Eastern European countries, most of
which are candidates for accession to the European Union.

In that respect, the CEN General Assembly in its Resolution AG 6/1991 formulated a first response to the
request of the national standards bodies of those countries and more generally of other European Countries,
to become more involved in European standardization. Their recognition as Affiliates has given them consi-
derable opportunities to contribute actively to CEN’s work, and to benefit from the resulting European stan-
dards. To this date, Affiliate Standards Bodies have made very diverse use of the privileges thus granted.

According to the CEN Statutes (Article 7.1), “national standards bodies of countries likely to become EU or
EFTA members” have the right to make an application to become CEN national members. At its December
1994 meeting, the CEN Administrative Board felt the need to define guidelines in order to facilitate the deci-
sion making process for the CEN national members, who decide at AG level on any application, on the basis
of a unanimous vote (abstentions excluded).

The CEN Secretary General was requested to draft those guidelines, which provide elements for CEN mem-
bers when considering an application and a route plan for the candidates, mainly Affiliates, as they prepare
for accession to full membership.

The contents of these guidelines are in line with those developed with CENELEC.
These guidelines have been elaborated keeping in mind some key ideas:

o Affiliation already provides conditions for wide voluntary participation in CEN work. Full membership
provides further rights (vote), but also stringent obligations, which are meaningful only for economies
which are well advanced in the process of integration in the European Internal Market.

¢ Some of these obligations concern directly the candidate National Standardization Body itself, but others
are indirectly related to its national environment, notably the legislative framework for technical legislation.

¢ New CEN national members must be able to cope with the pace of the work of the CEN system, in order to
benefit fully from it, and not to slow down the progress of CEN, which is governed by market needs.

e Allin all, the process of accession to CEN membership must be seen, by CEN as well as by the candidate
organization, as one of the important steps towards the full participation of the concerned countries in the
European Internal Market. This step should therefore be made at the right time, in the context of progressi-
on towards the EU Internal Market.
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Smjernice za prijam pridruzenika u ¢lanstvo CEN-a

Odobrila Uprava CEN-a na sastanku u ozujku 2002. godine uzimajuci u obzir
Rezoluciju CA 12/2001

1 Pozadina

CEN je priznao politicko kretanje u drzavama Srednje i Isto&ne Europe, vecina kojih su kandidatkinje za pri-
jam u Europsku uniju.

S obzirom na to, Opéa skupstina CEN-a je svojom Rezolucijom AG 6/1991 dala prvi odgovor na zahtjev na-
cionalnih normirnih tijela tih drzava i opcenitije drugih europskih drzava za vece ukljucivanje u europsku
normizaciju. Njihovo priznavanje pridruZenicima pruZilo im je znatne mogu¢nosti djelatnog pridonoSenja radu
CEN-a i izvlaCenja koristi iz proizilih europskih norma. Dosad su normirna tijela pridruzenika vrlo razli¢ito
iskoristila dane pogodnosti.

Prema Statutu CEN-a (Clanak 7.1), "nacionalna normirna tijela drzava koje Ce vjerojatno postati ¢lanicama
EU-a ili EFTA-e" imaju pravo podnijeti prijavu da postanu nacionalni ¢lanovi CEN-a. Na svojoj sjednici odr-
Zanoj u prosincu 1994. godine, uprava CEN-a je smatrala potrebnim definirati smjernice koje trebaju olakSati
proces odlucivanja nacionalnim ¢lanovima CEN-a koji 0 svakoj prijavi odlu€uju na razini Opcée skupstine, i to
jednoglasnos$cu svih €lanova (suzdrzani se isklju€uju).

Od glavnog je tajnika CEN-a bilo zatrazeno da izradi nacrt tih smjernica koje ¢lanovima CEN-a pruzaju ele-
mente za razmatranje prijave, a kandidatima, uglavnom pridruzenicima, prikazuju plan pripreme za prijam u
punopravno ¢lanstvo.

Sadrzaj ovih smjernica u skladu je s CENELEC-ovim smjernicama.
Ove su smjernice izradene na temelju nekoliko klju€nih zamisli:

e Ve¢ pridruzivanje pruza uvjete za opsezno dragovoljno sudjelovanje u radu CEN-a. Punopravno ¢lan-
stvo daje daljnja prava (glasovanje), ali i povecava obveze koje imaju smisla samo za gospodarstva
koja su znatno uznapredovala u procesu integracije u unutrasnje europsko trziste.

¢ Neke od tih obveza odnose se izravno na kandidata, nacionalno normirno tijelo, dok se druge neizravno
odnose na nacionalno okruzenje kandidata, posebno na zakonodavni okvir za tehni¢ko zakonodavstvo.

¢ Novi se nacionalni ¢lanovi CEN-a moraju moci prilagoditi dinamici rada CEN-ova sustava kako bi u pot-
punosti mogli iz toga izvuc¢i punu korist i kako ne bi usporavali napredovanje CEN-a koje je uvjetovano
potrebama trzista.

¢ Naposljetku, i CEN i organizacija-kandidatkinja moraju proces prijama u ¢lanstvo CEN-a vidjeti kao jedan
od vaznih koraka prema punom sudjelovanju doti¢nih drzava u unutraSnjem europskom trzistu. Zato taj ko-
rak treba uciniti u pravom trenutku u kontekstu napredovanja prema unutradnjem trzistu Europske unije.
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2 Statutory and Internal Regulations requirements for national membership

¢ Atrticles 6 and 7 of the CEN Statutes approved by CEN/AG on 25 June 1992 stipulate that the national
members are the National Standards Bodies of EU or EFTA countries or of countries likely to become an
EU or EFTA members.

e There can only be one national member per country.

e A national standards body is admitted as a CEN national member provided it

— commits itself to comply with the rules laid down in the statutes of the Association (which implies the
capacity to comply also with the provisions of Internal Regulations, and/or other policy decisions)

— commits itself to adhere to the Code for CEN
— submits a written application for membership of the Association
— obtains the consent of the AG (by unanimity - abstentions excluded).

3  Analysis of requirements for Affiliates

31 Likely to become a member of EU or EFTA

This criterion is already used for the consideration of an affiliation request with CEN. EC/EFTA have been
systematically consulted on this before decision.

However, for the granting of full membership, a closer examination is necessary, notably in the light of the
successive decisions of the European Council and of the regular position papers issued by the Commission.

These documents stress the importance of preparatory steps for the extension of the Internal Market to Can-
didates’ Countries for the accession negotiations, and in particular “the complex process of approximation of
legislation, norms and standards”.

In order to allow, in line with the EU policy, full membership in CEN to be a meaningful step in the process
towards accession to EU membership, the above criterion shall be interpreted as follows for the purpose of
accession to CEN membership:

Condition 1

There must be a ‘Europe Agreement’ or equivalent agreement between EU or EFTA and the candida-
te country, specifying a transitional period for accession to EU or EFTA.

Condition 2

The process of approximation of the national system with that of EU/EFTA must have reached such a point
that

o the specific legislative framework for voluntary standardization is in place and fully operational

¢ technical pre-existing legislation which would permit the adoption (or keeping in place) of technical rules
which would contradict the European standards, thus forcing the NSB either not to implement in full the
ENSs, or to request systematic “A” deviations are removed as far as possible, or modified in such a way as
to allow ENs to play the same role in the market as they play in the Internal Market. Approximation of the
main sets of technical legislation to the directives in force in the EU and in the EEA or the equivalent legis-
lation in Switzerland is a privileged way of achieving this result.

e there is full application of at least part of the Directive 98/34/EC as amended by Directive 98/48/EC(1)
concerning standardization activities.

" This directive supersedes directive 83/189/EC

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2  Statutarni zahtjevi i zahtjevi Unutrasnjih propisa s obzirom na nacionalno ¢élanstvo

o Clanci 6 i 7 Statuta CEN-a, koji je Op¢a skupstina CEN-a odobrila 25. lipnja 1992. godine, odreduju da su
nacionalni ¢lanovi nacionalna normirna tijela drzava EU-a ili EFTA-e, ili drzava koje ¢e vjerojatno postati
Clanice EU-a ili EFTA-e.

¢ Mogu¢ je samo jedan nacionalni ¢lan po drzavi.

¢ Nacionalno normirno tijelo prima se kao nacionalni ¢lan CEN-a pod uvjetom:

— da se obvezZe pridrzavati se pravila utvrdenih u Statutu CEN-a (5to podrazumijeva i sposobnost pridrza-
vanja odredbi Unutrasnjih propisa i/ili drugih odluka o politici)

— da se obveze pridrzavati se CEN-ova kodeksa
— da podnese pisanu prijavu za prijam u ¢lanstvo
— da dobije dopustenje Opce skupstine (jednoglasno - suzdrzani se iskljuéuju).

3  Analiza zahtjeva za pridruzenike

3.1 Vjerojatnost postajanja ¢lanicom EU-a ili EFTA-e

Ovaj je kriterij ve¢ primijenjen pri razmatranju prijava za pridruZivanje CEN-u. Prije odluke, o tome se sustavno
savjetuju EC i EFTA.

Medutim, za prijam u punopravno &lanstvo potrebno je podrobnije razmatranje, posebno s obzirom na postojeée
odluke Europskog vijeca i sluzbene dokumente koje je objavila Komisija.

Ti dokumenti naglaSavaju vaznost pripremnih koraka povezanih s proSirenjem unutradnjeg trzista na drzave Sre-
dnje i Istoéne Europe za pregovore o prijamu te posebno isti€u "sloZeni proces pribliZavanja zakonodavstava,
pravila i norma".

Kako bi se, u skladu s polittkom EU-a, omogucilo da punopravno ¢lanstvo u CEN-u bude znacajan korak u proce-
su prema prijamu drZava Srednje i Isto¢ne Europe u ¢lanstvo EU-a, gore navedeni kriterij moze se, za svrhe pri-
jama u ¢lanstvo CEN-a, tumacditi kako slijedi:

1. uvjet

Izmedu EU-a ili EFTA-e i drzave-kandidatkinje mora postojati Europski sporazum ili istovrijedan sporazum
koji utvrduje prijelazno razdoblje za prijam u EU ili EFTA-u.

2. uvjet

Proces priblizavanja nacionalnog sustava sustavu EU/EFTA-e mora dosegnuti tocku:

¢ U kojoj ¢e postojati i biti potpuno primijenjen poseban zakonodavni okvir za dragovoljnu normizaciju

¢ U kojoj je prethodno postojece tehni¢ko zakonodavstvo koje bi omogucéilo usvajanije (ili zadrzavanje) tehnic-
kih pravila proturjecnih europskim normama i koje bi time prisililo nacionalno normirno tijelo da europske
norme ne implementira u cjelini ili da zahtijeva sustavna “A” odstupanja u $to vec¢oj mjeri povuceno, ili tako
preinaeno da je omoguéeno da europske norme imaju istu ulogu koju imaju u unutrasnjem trzistu; pribli-
Zavanje glavnoga tehnitkog zakonodavstva direktivama koje su na snazi u EU-u i u EEA-i ili istovrijednom
zakonodavstvu u Svicarskoj je povlateni nadin postizanja tog rezultata

e U kojoj je potpuno primijenjen barem dio Direktive 98/34/EC i njezine dopune 98/48/EC(1) s obzirom na
poslove normizacije.

Y Ova Direktiva zamijenila je Direktivu 83/189/EC.
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3.2  Status of the applicant

Condition 3

Evidence shall be provided to the effect that candidate organization is recognized in its country as the offi-
cial standards body competent for all areas of CEN’s own areas of competence (which covers all economic
sectors, except those covered by CENELEC and ETSI). The statutory rules applicable for the national
standards body must be fully compatible with the mode of organization of voluntary standardization as ope-
rated in CEN.

3.3 Obligations as CEN national member

The obligations (and rights) of a CEN national member are defined in the CEN statutes and Internal
Regulations and can be summarized as follows:

Membership fee

The CEN national members pay a membership fee set by the AG for each financial year. This fee is
proportional to the weighted vote granted to each member.

Condition 4

For obvious reasons of independence and fair treatment with respect to the other CEN members, the
candidates would have to cover their national membership fees when accepted as CEN national mem-
bers. The corresponding fee would be payable from the 1st of January following their accession to full
membership.

National consensus

One of the main obligations of a CEN national member is to convey a national point of view on techni-
cal matters as well as on formal issues (vote, enquiry,...).

Each CEN member has to support over 2000 formal processes/year, which obviously requires means,
competence and expertise at national level. In addition, CEN members are expected to contribute
expertise to the TCs for which their national economy is active.

Condition 5
In that respect, the candidate should give evidence of its ability to deal efficiently with these issues.

As an element of evidence, the candidate’s record when participating as an Affiliate in technical work
should be considered. The participation of the Affiliate in TCs/SCs/WGs in terms of the number of
experts, is an important element, which, however, has to be evaluated in relation to the economic size
of the countries. Also the “quality” (passive - active) of this participation is to be considered. On that is-
sue, documentation and evidence of such an involvement will be provided by CEN/MC to the CEN na-
tional members.

Condition 6

Concerning the formal participation in CEN processes, it is necessary for the candidate organization to
be in possession of operational telecommunications (including e-mail and internet) and IT infrastructu-
re allowing it to respond efficiently to the high volume of data and document communication within the
CEN system and participate in the voting process (electronic voting).

Status podnositelja prijave

3. uvjet

3.3

Mora se pruziti dokaz da je organizacija-kandidatkinja u svojoj drzavi priznata kao sluzbeno normirno tijelo
nadlezno za sva podrucja koja su u nadleznosti samog CEN-a (koji obuhvaca sve gospodarske sektore
osim onih koje obuhvaéaju CENELEC i ETSI). Statutarna pravila primjenjiva za nacionalno normirno tijelo
moraju biti potpuno kompatibilna s nainom organizacije dragovoljne normizacije primijenjenim u CEN-u.

Obveze nacionalnog ¢lana CEN-a

Obveze (i prava) nacionalnog ¢lana CEN-a utvrdene su Statutom CEN-a i Unutrasnjim propisima, i
mogu se sazeti kako slijedi:

Clanarina

Nacionalni ¢lanovi CEN-a plaéaju ¢lanarinu koju za svaku financijsku godinu utvrduje Opéa skupstina.
Ta ¢&lanarina ovisi o broju glasova koje ima ¢&lan.

4. uvjet

Zbog ociglednih razloga neovisnosti i ravnopravnog postupanja u odnosu na druge ¢lanove CEN-a,
kandidati bi pri prijamu kao nacionalni ¢lanovi CEN-a morali snositi svoje ¢lanarine. Odgovarajuéa cla-
narina dospijevala bi od 1. sije€nja nakon prijama u punopravno &lanstvo.

Nacionalni konsenzus

Jedna od glavnih obveza nacionalnog ¢lana CEN-a je preno$enje nacionalnog gledista o tehnickoj
problematici kao i o formalnim pitanjima (glasovanje, prikupljanje misljenja,...).

Svaki ¢lan CEN-a mora godi$nje poduprijeti preko 2000 formalnih postupaka $to ocito zahtijeva sredstva,
struénost i znanje na nacionalnoj razini. Dodatno se od ¢lanova CEN-a o¢ekuje da znanjem pridonesu teh-
ni¢kim odborima koji obuhvaéaju podrudja u kojima je djelatno njihovo nacionalno gospodarstvo.

5. uvjet

S obzirom na to, kandidat mora pruziti dokaz svoje sposobnosti ucinkovitog sudjelovanja u ovoj problematici.

Kao dokaz tome treba u obzir uzeti zapise kandidatovog sudjelovanja u tehni¢kim poslovima u svoj-
stvu pridruZenika. Sudjelovanje pridruZenika u tehni¢kim odborima, pododborima i radnim skupinama,
izraZeno brojem struénjaka, vazan je element koji, medutim, valja ocijeniti ovisno o gospodarskoj veli-
¢ini doti¢ne drzave, ali u obzir valja uzeti i kvalitetu (pasivno-aktivno) tog sudjelovanja. O tom ¢e pita-
nju dokumentaciju i dokaze o takvom sudjelovanju nacionalnim ¢lanovima CEN-a dostaviti CEN-ov
Centar za upravljanje (CEN/MC).

6. uvjet

S obzirom na formalno sudjelovanje u radu CEN-a, potrebno je da organizacija-kandidatkinja raspola-
ze telekomunikacijskim sredstvima (uklju€ujuéi elektroni¢ku postu i internet) i informacijskom infras-
trukturom, Sto joj omogucéuje djelotvorno odgovaranje na veliku koli€¢inu podataka, prenosSenje doku-
menata u CEN-ovu sustavu i sudjelovanje u procesu glasovanja (elektroni¢ko glasovanje).
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Implementation of ENs

An essential mission of the CEN national members is the implementation of ENs, which is defined in
the Internal Rules of CEN/CENELEC IR, Part 2, clause 5.2.

This implementation is a two phase operation: giving the ENs the status of national standards, and
withdrawing any conflicting documents.

One of the elements to consider when deciding on an application is the record of the candidate in im-
plementing the ENs which have already been adopted by CEN (the CEN “acquis”). With respect to the
withdrawal of national conflicting documents, when not already done, a precise calendar with reaso-
nable time limits for such withdrawal should be drawn up by the candidate.

Condition 7
80 % of the implementations should have taken place before admission of the candidate as a full member.

An acceptable calendar must be proposed for the remaining implementation, and for the withdrawal of
remaining conflicting documents.

Information and standstill procedure
Condition 8

In line with the existing CEN rules, the candidate must be prepared to participate in the notification
procedure for their national work, which includes a “standstill” on all national work in areas of agreed
European work. Evidence of corresponding Internal Rules of the candidate organizations shall be pro-
vided.

Sales, copyright,... with regard to ENs
Condition 9

The candidate has to give evidence that the CEN/CENELEC policy on copyright and exploitation rights
as given in the Exploitation Agreement can be properly implemented in its country, taking into account
the current (or planned) national legislation on the protection of intellectual property rights. The candi-
date has further to demonstrate that its commercial policy is in line with the clauses and provisions of
CEN/CENELEC Guide 10 (%) (see document CA N 1261) which establishes the agreed policy for the
distribution and sales of CEN/CENELEC publications.

4 Consequences on the CEN Internal Regulations of adhesion of new national
members

For the benefit of both the candidate and CEN members, the CEN capacity to absorb new members is an
important issue to consider and the acceptance of new members may not jeopardize the existing CEN
system. It is, however, believed that this condition will be fulfilled if the candidate organizations meet the cri-
teria as defined in § 3. The additional membership fees will cover the cost of their servicing by the CEN Ma-
nagement Centre.

However, it is obvious that if new members are accepted, this will have to be reflected, notably in some clauses of
the Internal Regulations. One clause which is worth mentioning is the clause regarding the votes on ENs.

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Implementacija europskih norma

Bitna je duZnost nacionalnih ¢lanova CEN-a implementacija europskih norma u skladu s Unutradnjim
propisima CEN/CENELEC-a, 2. dio, to¢ka 5.2.

Ta implementacija ima dvije faze: davanje statusa nacionalnih norma europskim normama i povlace-
nje svih proturjeénih dokumenata.

Jedan od elemenata koiji valja uzeti u obzir pri odlucivanju o prijamu je evidencija o kandidatovoj imple-
mentaciji europskih norma koje je CEN ve¢ usvojio (ste¢evina CEN-a). Sto se tie povlagenja nacional-
nih proturjeénih dokumenata, u slu¢aju kad to povlacenje jo$ nije obavljeno, kandidat treba sastaviti po-
seban kalendar s razumnim rokovima za to povlacéenije.

7. uvjet

80 % implementiranja dokumenata treba obaviti prije prijama kandidata u punopravno &lanstvo.

Mora se predloziti prihvatljiv kalendar za implementiranje preostalin dokumenata i povlaenje preosta-
lih proturje¢nih dokumenata.

Postupak obavjeScivanja i mirovanja

8. uvjet

U skladu s postojecim pravilima CEN-a, kandidat mora biti pripravan sudjelovati u postupku notifikacije
nacionalne normizacije koji ukljuéuje mirovanje Citave nacionalne normizacije u podrucjima dogovore-
ne europske normizacije. Mora se pruziti dokaz o primjerenosti unutrasnjih pravila organizacije-
kandidatkinje.

Prodaja, autorska prava,... s obzirom na europske norme

9. uvjet

Kandidat mora pruziti dokaz da se u njegovoj drzavi moze na odgovarajuci nacin implementirati
CEN/CENELEC-ova politika autorskih prava i prava uporabe koja je utvrdena u Ugovoru o iskorista-
vanju (Exploitation Agreement), uzimajuci u obzir postojece (ili planirano) nacionalno zakonodavstvo
o zastiti prava intelektualnog vlasnistva. Kandidat mora nadalje dokazati da je njegova komercijalna po-
litika u skladu s odredbama uputa CEN/CENELEC Guide 10 (%) (vidi dokument CA N 1261) koje uspostavijaju
dogovorenu politiku distribucije i prodaje CEN/CENELEC-ovih publikacija.

Posljedice prijama novih nacionalnih élanova na Unutrasnje propise CEN-a

U interesu je i kandidata i ¢lanova CEN-a vazno pitanje koje valja uzeti u obzir CEN-ova sposobnost prihva-
¢anja novih ¢lanova jer njihov prijam ne smije ugroziti postoje¢i CEN-ov sustav. Vjeruje se, medutim, da ée
taj uvjet biti ispunjen ako organizacije-kandidatkinje zadovoljavaju kriterije iz to¢ke 3. Dodatne ¢lanarine pok-
rivat ¢e troSkove koje ¢e CEN-ov Centar za upravljanje (CEN/MC) imati pri opsluzivanju novih ¢lanova.

Ocito je, medutim, da ¢e prijam novih &lanova imati utjecaja, posebno na neke odredbe Unutrasnjih propisa.
Jedna od takvih odredbi koju vrijedi spomenuti je ona o glasovanju o europskim normama.

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5 Assistance to become national member

The Affiliates who want to become CEN members need to prepare for membership and to strengthen their
capacity to assure the responsibilities of a national member. While CEN undertakes to assist the Affiliates in
their tasks, the European Union pre-accession programmes related to standardization, metrology, certificati-
on and quality assurance have an important role to play in that respect for the countries concerned, and so
do the bilateral cooperation programmes on the same subject. The overall coherence of these actions is of
paramount importance to ensure the successful enlargement of CEN.

6 Processing of applications

6.1  According to Article 7 of the statutes an official letter of application is to be addressed to CEN. This
letter must provide evidence and a supporting file regarding the items developed in this document is to
be annexed (notably demonstrating compliance with criteria 1 to 9 above).

6.2 On receipt of the file and letter, the CEN Secretary General, in consultation with the President and Vice-
Presidents, will commission two independent experts to review the documentation and to prepare a re-
port related to the conditions for acceptance.

6.3 A consultation with EC and EFTA Secretariat will be arranged.
6.4 A consultation with CENELEC/ETSI will be arranged (notably on the weighted voting).

6.5 On the basis of the elements 6.2, 6.3 and 6.4, negotiations will start between CEN and the candidate on
the terms of accession to membership and, in particular, with respect to the calendar and the weighted vote
to be granted.

6.6 Transmission of the complete file to CEN/CA for recommendation to the AG.

6.7 Voting by AG according to Article 7.1, item 3 (unanimity - abstentions excluded).

To pismo se mora
obrazloziti i mora mu se priloZiti podupiru¢a dokumentacija povezana s toCkama ovog dokumenta (osobi-
to dokumentacija koja pokazuje pridrzavanje gore navedenih uvjeta od 1 do 9).

Na osnovi elemenata iz toCaka 6.2, 6.3 i 6.4, zapocet ¢e pregovori izmedu CEN-a i kandidata o uvje-
tima prijama u ¢lanstvo, posebno s obzirom na kalendar i ponderirani broj glasova.

Potrebna dokumentacija prosljeduje se Sredisnjoj upravi CEN-a radi davanja preporuke Opcoj skupstini.
